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Hadhrat Mawlãnã Rashid Ahmad Gangohi (rahmatullãhi alayhi) was a very great alim,
Hadhrat was not only a very learned scholar but he also excelled in spirituality
(connection with Allãh Ta’ãlã). Hadhrat was a very close friend of Hadhrat Mawlãnã
Qãsim Nãnotwi (rahmatullãhi alayhi), the founder of Dãrul Uloom Deoband. 

Mawlãnã Abdul Rahmãn Khaurjãwi (rahmatullãhi alayhi) says, “I once came to meet
Hadhrat in Gangoh during the month of Ramadhãn. Hadhrat would lead tarãwih salãh.
Once, whilst Hadhrat was leading, he starting reciting the verses in which Allãh urges
mankind to fear him. Despite half the congregation not knowing the translation of the
Qur’ãn, Hadhrat’s fear of Allãh manifested in his recitation. Due to this, the entire
congregation was either crying or shuddering.”

Mawlãnã Abul-Khayr (rahmatullãhi alayhi) has mentioned, “It is so disheartening to see
that people did not recognize Hadhrat’s calibre. I have heard from countless reliable
sources that Hadhrat would cry the whole night over a single ãyah, and that ãyah was:

“(The day of qiyãmah will be) The day when secrets will be examined (and people will
either be rewarded or punished). Then, there shall neither be any power (to defend) nor
assistance for man (against Allãh’s punishment).” (86: 9,10)

Due to the fear of this day, Hadhrat would cry. And his taqwã and fear of Allãh would
show in his recitation.

Moral
